As we come to the end of the first quarter of the 2006 – 2007 fiscal year, here is some information should be of interest:

· This year’s budget is approximately $5,004,358 meaning that it costs $19,248 per day to operate based on a 260 day year--$13,711 per day based on a 365 day year and some of our programs operate 365 days of the year!

· We are operating in 13 counties including—Martin, St. Lucie, Indian River, Okeechobee, Polk, Duval, Highlands, Clay, Putnam, Volusia, Flagler, Seminole and Orange.

· We have 154 staff on board living in a variety of counties.

· We have four (4) divisions (Employment Services, Behavioral Health Services, Community Living and Baby Steps) with nineteen (19) different and distinct funding categories.

· We have three boards of directors—HPS, Helping People Succeed, Inc. operating board—sets policy and oversees programs and services; HPS, Helping People Succeed Foundation, Inc.—carries out fund raising and long range planning and the Tri-County Training and Education Board—elects the boards for the other two corporations, approves by-laws and the selection of the auditing firm.

2006 – 2007 should be a very successful and exciting year—it will take all of us working together for it to be a strong programmatic and fiscal year.  Let’s continue to show the spirit, energy and enthusiasm that has always made us successful!
